Content Objective(s): SWBAT
Monday- Understand what a central idea of a text is by reading a short text and finding three details to support by filling in the graphic organizer.
Tuesday- Apply knowledge of summarizing by writing a 20 words or less summary of the central idea of the given text.
Wednesday- Apply knowledge of finding a central idea of a text by answering the comprehension questions on central idea.
Thursday- Analyze the given text to find out what the central idea is by completing the graphic organizaer finding 3 textual evidence and writing a 20 words or less summary.
Friday- (Assessment) Evaluate the given text by highlighting/ underlining texual evidence that supports the central idea and write a 20 words or less summary. 

Language Objective(s): SWBAT
Monday- speak to understand what a central idea and summary are by sharing with their A/B partner or table groups.
Tuesday- write to apply knowledge of summarizing by completing the following sentence stem: "This text is about… I know this because…"
Wednesday- read to understand the given text to find the central idea by reading in table groups and responding to the given comprehension questions.
Thursday- speak and listen to the different groups share what they think the central idea of the given text is.
Friday- write to summarize the given text by including three pieces of evidence that support the central idea.

	Lesson Sequence:
